Silval is splendid.......this full bodied
saturated purple coloured wine displays
abundant qualities of chocolate, liquorice
and coffee bean notes intertwined with
blackberry and cassis fruit. Massive in the
mouth with sweet tannin and stunning
concentration.

Champagne Verzey, Jean Paul Deville, Brut NV 33.00

From a small grower, this is a real Champagne-lover's
Champagne. A mineral infused nose is accented by
lovely berry notes and a delicate toasty nuance. Ripe,
generous with beautiful citrus notes on the palate.

ROSÉ Maillart, 1er Cru Champagne 45.00

A superb rose that offers summer red berry fruit
flavours in abundance, backed up by a delicate mousse
and lasting finish. Good concentration of fruit with
good grip and long rich flavours.

Louis Roederer Premier, Rheims, Brut NV 50.00

The outstanding quality and elegance of Louis
Roederer Champagne are the result of two centuries
of dedication to making only the finest wines.
This champagne is rich, soft, elegant and creamy
with wonderful biscuity finish.

Pol Roger Brut 55.00

Ripe and generous, with sophisticated toasty aromas
and good fruit concentration backed by vibrant acidity
and a lingering finish.

“Cristal” Louis Roederer Brut,Vintage 195.00

The jewel of the House is Cristal, created in 1876
for Tsar Alexander.This is champagne at its finest,
as inspired today as it has always been, the embodiment
of elegance and purity. Intense nose of white flowers,
citrus and red berries, followed by warmer whiffs
of toast and wood. On the palate, ripe lush fruits
(vine peaches) and toasty flavours. Dense, fleshy
structure. Powerful finish.

Cava, Classic Brut NV, Castell Llord, Spain 19.50

Made scrupulously by the traditional method with
second fermentation taking place in the bottle.
Soft toasted aromas and dry lingering citrus qualities
on the palate. A clean and fresh bubbly that is
sophisticated enough for just about any meal
– as well as your next celebration.

Pinot Grigio, La Casada,Veneto, Italy 16.50
Fresh and zingy, with a fabulous
citrus fruit intensity and delightful
floral aromas.

Muscadet de Sevre et Maine Sur Lie, 19.75
Vieilles Vignes, Clos de Fontaine
Classic Muscadet, bottled on the ‘lees’
for extra freshness and flavour. Crisp,
dry and with long lasting flavour.

Sauvignon Blanc, Paloma de la Paz, 4.50 5.50 16.50
Mulchen Valley, Chile
Picked by hand and then cool
fermented to enhance the gooseberry,
citrus aromas and freshness.This is fresh,
crisp and citrussy with soft tropical notes.
A perfect complement to seafood and
ideal as an aperitif.

“Unoaked” Chardonnay, Red Earth, 4.95 6.50 19.50
Adelaide Plains,Australia
Left unwooded to highlight its own
natural zesty citrus peach and ripe
melon flavours. Fresh and crisp on the
finish with a touch of dried pear. Citron
hues in the colouring and characteristic
leafy honeysuckle notes on the nose.

Rioja Blanco, Bodegas Campillo, 6.50 8.50 24.95
La Alavesa, Spain
Golden, green colour with an aroma
of apricots and vanilla – this is a light
bodied wine but has an enormous
flavour attached – the use of oak here
is not intrusive but balanced
–excellent with shell fish.

Sauvignon Blanc Francesca Bay, 25.50
Marlborough, New Zealand
Rich aromatics and flavours displaying
gooseberries, grapefruits, lemons and
limes. Lush, fat and plump, this wine is
also precise and pure …it bastes the
palate with its copious fruit… superb.

Riesling,Three Stones, Hawkes Bay, 26.95
New Zealand
The Riesling is delicate and expressive,
with aromas of green apples and crushed
lime. It has an attractive fruity finish with
honeycomb nuances.

Sancerre, Domaine Brochard, 31.50
Chavignol Loire, France
Soft yellow green in colour with crisp acidity,
it offers grapefruit, lime, spice and mineral
notes. On the palate you find fresh citrus,
honey, spices, minerals and even a hint of
herbal teas. Over all this is beautifully balanced
with good length.

Chablis, 1er Cru “Fourchaume”, 47.95
Domaine de Colombier, Burgundy
From 35 year old vines. Richer and
more generous on the aroma, but still
light and delicate. Lovely pure fruit
combined with nervosity and slight
flint. Excellent balance.

Rosé Syrah, Cuvée Valonnée, 13.95
Vin de Pays d’Oc, Southern France
A brilliant pink colour, with a soft
red fruit fragrance on the nose,
backed up by a gentle but evident
structure on the palate.

Cabernet Sauvignon Rose, 4.50 5.50 16.50
Las Condes, Central Valley, Chile
Vibrant pink in colour with amazing
floral aromas, this wine has a distinct
freshness and strawberry character.

Rioja Rosado, Bodegas Campillo, Spain 23.50
An extra fruity and aromatic rosé
redolent of raspberry, strawberry and
peaches nose. Palate light and refreshing
with good balance and a crisp finish.

Tempranillo Tinto, Quintana, 15.50
Bodegas Victorianas, Spain
This would put many Riojas to shame.
Soft, chocolatey Tempranillo fruit rounded
out and spiced up by a year in oak barrels.
Mellow and medium weight.

Cinsault Shiraz, Klippenkop Estate, 17.50
Robertson Valley, South Africa
Remarkably soft, but full of fruit.
Great berry overtones. A fruity red wine
with berry flavours on the nose and pepper
and spice on the palate.
A blend of 65% Cinsault and 35% Shiraz.

Cabernet Sauvignon, Red Earth, 4.95 6.50 19.50
Australia
A vibrant ruby coloured Cabernet Sauvignon
matured on French and American Oak for
over 12 months. Cassis and slight mint aromas
with an explosion of ripe berry fruit flavours,
toasty oak and silky tannins.

Salice Salentino, La Casada, Puglia, Italy 21.95
Ultra ripe, jammy red fruits with
subtle oak and a soft finish.

Merlot Reserva, Santa Ema, 6.60 8.50 25.50
Maipo Valley, Chile
A remarkable wine. Enormously rich with
plummy fruit and a touch of chocolate.
Very soft, silky and moreish.

Shiraz, Ceravolo Estate,Adelaide Plains, 27.50
Australia (Double Gold)
Intense rich dark purple. Dark plum fruits
on the nose. Coffee and chocolate with
peppery Shiraz varietal fruit.The well balanced
and rich palate is supported by fine-grained oak
with a soft tannin structure complementing
balanced acidity and depth of flavour.
Stunning! (Sydney Show “Top 100”).

Chateau Franc Cormeil, St Emilion, France 29.50
A splendid, purplish red colour. An appealing,
complex nose of mineral fragrances enhanced
by a pleasant smell of undergrowth and fruits.
On the palate, a full bodied wine with the firm
backbone typical of the Cabernet grape and a
long finish with beautiful aromas.

Fleurie, Georges Boulon, Beaujolais Cru, 31.95
Burgundy, France
The true style of the Gammay grape
– soft summer fruit flavours and juicy finish.
